Tests are designed, he said, to articulate nine ICT capabilities:
1. Searching and selecting—“an aspect of finding things out.”
2. Organizing and structuring—“using systemic approaches to finding things out.”
3. Developing ideas—“students’ ability to measure and record.”
4. Exchanging information—“primarily communication.”
5. Reviewing—“for the purposes of improvement.”
6. Defining tasks—“students’ ability to characterize the tasks that they are being asked to complete.”
7. Control—“using technology to make things happen.”
8. Modeling—“using ICT as a tool.
